Haiti Earthquake and Storm

On August 14th a 7.2 earthquake and storm killed at least
2,207 and injured over 12,000. Haiti is one of the poorest
countries in the world. An eye witness of the Water With
Blessings team said, “The majority of houses in one area
are demolished and people are forced to live in the
streets.” Residents have yet to receive aid from Haitian
government or from other sources at this time. What is
lacking is $50,000 to reach a critical level of support.
Water With Blessings is an emergency mobile unit discov-
ered by Sr. Larraine Lauter, OSU from Louisville, who
discovered a filter which filtrates contaminated water to
prevent water borne diseases. Next weekend Fr. Fid Levri
will make a demonstration of this miracle water filter hop-
ing for your support.

Mawk 8:27-35
“Who-do-people say that I am?”

In today’s Gospel Jesus poses a question to His disciples,
“Who do people say that | am?” Peter makes a statement
of faith and says, “You are the Christ”, but his statement
of faith is contrary to his expectation/image of Jesus.
When Jesus says He has to suffer and be put to death,
Peter rejects this, and Jesus rebukes him for his lack of
understanding. Jesus is posing the same question to us
today, “Who do you say that | am?” Like Peter, we may
have an image of the kind of Jesus we want, one we think
He should be instead of who He is. The way of Christ is
about losing oneself. Losing oneself for the sake of the
other. Faith in God is more than just agreeing to some-
thing abstract, but a relationship. In belief, we enter into a
relationship - let go to be in God. Like in every relation-
ship we give something of ourselves to grow with the oth-
er. As St. James tells us today, “Faith without works is
dead.” In our encounter with Jesus in the Eucharist today
therefore, may we have a deeper understanding of who
Jesus is and not who we want Him to be.

Jesus is our selfless Lord who calls us to emulate His
selflessness in our interaction with others.

Sacrament of Marriage
A couple wishing to marry must contact the priest at least six months before the
desired wedding date. According to the guidelines of our diocese, you should not
make absolute plans for a specific wedding date until after meeting with the pastor.
The couple will be required to attend a marriage preparation course which will in-
clude at least one formal program such as an Engaged Encounter weekend or the
Sponsor Couple Program.

Sacrament of Baptism
The Sacrament of Baptism for infants is administered upon request. Parents and
Godparents must attend an evening class on Baptism in the Catholic Church.
Please contact the pastor and set up an appointment for this class at least a month
in advance. At least one parent must be a practicing Catholic for their child to be
baptized in the Catholic Church. Godparents must be at least 16 years of age, and
at least one must be a practicing Catholic.

Sacraments to the Home-Bound
Please inform the pastor or the parish office if you know of anyone who is home-bound, so that we can insure that they are afforded ample opportunities to receive the
Sacraments. We would rather be notified by several people than to not be notified at all, so please don’t presume that someone else has already notified us.
